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Region I Standing Rules

I. The current Regional Vice President shall:

A.  Approve all Regional Conference dates.  It is recommended that bids be submitted three (3) years in advance to the Regional Vice President.  

B. Maintain a listing of future conferences including the hosting association, date and locations.  These dates shall be made available to all Council Directors annually.

II. Region I Awards and Scholarships:  
The Regional Vice President, on or before October 15th, shall appoint a chairman and four (4) committee members to administer and present the following awards at each Region I Conference:

A. Membership and Organization
1.The Roberta L. White Membership Award to the association with the greatest percentage increase in membership.
2. A certificate to the association with the next greatest percentage increase in membership.
3. Certificates to those associations sponsoring new associations accepted for membership in NAIW since the preceding conference.
B. Education, Legislative, Public Relations, Safety
1.  The Margaret M. Horvath Education award to the association with

the best comprehensive education program.
2.  The Doris Smith Memorial Trophy to the association with the best comprehensive legislative program.
3.  The Karolyn E. Frost Memorial Award to the association with the best comprehensive public relations program.
4.  The Lee Allen Traveling Safety Trophy to the association with the best comprehensive safety program.
5. A certificate to the association with the next best comprehensive program in each of the four areas.  All reports shall be judged according to the approved  judging criteria on each of the individual award form

C.
The Dorothy F. Frye Newsletter award shall be presented to the Association named 
“Best of Show” for their newsletter bulletin.  This award was established by the Insurance Women of Buffalo. The Past Regional Officers (PRO’s) will determine the award and shall determine the criteria.  

D.
The Insurance Women of Atlantic County Perpetual Attendance Award shall be presented to the association with the highest percentage of members attending the conference.  The host association(s) shall be ineligible for the award and shall provide the Awards chairman with the information necessary to determine the recipient.
E.
The Barbara A. Barrett CPIW/M Perpetual Crystal Apple shall be presented to the association with the greatest percentage increase in CPIW/CPIM/CIIP (Certified.  This award was established by NAIW-New York City.
F. Scholarships may be awarded depending upon availability.  These shall be presented by the Education Scholarships Committee and shall be based upon approved judging criteria.  All members of Region I are eligible except the winners of the past three (3) years.
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III. Region I Mini Board 
A. An annual meeting of Region I members, association leaders and council directors shall be held for the purpose of advising members of goals and programs of NAIW, assisting in implementation of these goals and programs, and providing the opportunity to exchange ideas and programs.

B. The meeting shall be held in the Region I area, prior to the August meeting of the NAIW Board of Directors. The current Regional Vice President shall approve dates of all Mini-Board.  
C. Bids for hosting Mini-Board may be submitted to the Regional Vice President three (3) years in advance but no later than January 1st of the event year.  The regional Vice President will announce the host association for Mini-Board at the Region I conference.  Newly submitted bids and re-confirmation of previously approved bids shall be voted on at Regional Conference by the association delegates in attendance.  Reconfirmation of bids previously awarded shall be in order at each Regional Conference.
D. The registration fee shall be established by the host association with the approval of current Regional Vice President necessary to cover the cost of calling and conducting the meeting.  It may include the cost of hotel accommodations and meals for members attending.  All contracts must be approved by the current Regional Vice President prior to signing between the host association and the facility.
