4. Previous regional winners are not eligible.

5. The Awards Committee Chairman must receive nominations, original plus three (3) copies with all required attachments, no later than 12:01 a.m. September 14, 2011.

6. A letter of nomination signed by the local association president shall be attached to the entry form.

A committee of three members familiar with the association's goals and objectives will be appointed by the Awards Chairman to judge the entries. 

The state award will be presented at the 2011 State Meeting.
